This is most evident on the greens where ‘dollar
spot’ has invaded many of the greens surfaces. It looks
unsightly and will be eradicated, but it takes time. Those
greens that were tined and top dressed have resisted the
fungus far better. We need more equipment and perhaps

more men at these crucial times to prevent these problems.

I have felt it necessary to write indicating our concerns to
the Director, Christophe, so he can pass on these issues to

the owners.

It is doubly annoying as, in the interclub matches, Vila Sol

and other teams have commented on the excellence and

presentation of both our greens and fairways, and the great

improvement achieved at PA.

I know that certain members are only too quick to criticise
when there is reason to do so and as always there is a
learning curve and we knew it would take two years to see
lasting improvements. Patience is not something golfers are
very good at and the Greens Committee include themselves

in that category!

The planned work for both September and October is
extensive and we hope there will be grounds for renewed
optimism when we next report. As ever, investment to deal
with watering problems and the heavy work load the course

experiences would help.

We hope to reach 80% achievement by year end! No one

is relaxing.

Keep Putting Simple

To hole putts, you have to get two things right — distance

and direction.

Trying to think about both at once can cause confusion or

overemphasis on one element at the expense of the other.

First, make up your mind once and for all about direction
as you read the lie of the surrounding land, the grain of the

grass and the slopes between the ball and the cup.

Congratulations to Vila Sol for winning the overall

championship.

It is worth pointing out that we have gone from having the best
home record in the league to the worst, which alone explains
why we will play in Division 2 next year. Two wins, three draws
and one loss at home is simply not good enough even if the

opposition is tougher with the new league structure.
