PRO TIP

The grip is one of the most important components in golf and the only part of the club that
you actually touch. Grips are meant to last, but they are not made of steel, they are made of
materials that age and wear over a period of time and use. Heat, dirt and oils from your hands

all age your grips and cause natural degradation.

A worn grip causes you to hold the club tighter, causing arm and wrist tension that inhibits
proper swing mechanics and leads to a loss of power and control. The traction that a fresh grip
provides lets you hold the club lightly without the subconscious fear of losing the club during
your swing. This relaxed state promotes proper swing mechanics and wrist action.

As a rule of thumb you should re-grip once every year, regardless of how often you play. A
fresh set of grips is an inexpensive and fast way to bring a noticeable change to your game.
